#2 for the following areas: 

GOLF CART DRIVERS & PARKING HELP –shuttling players to and from vehicles that need to 

be parked farther away from the courts and/or directing vehicles to parking spots.

RESERVATION SYSTEM – Guidelines posted on club bulletin board 

Reserve courts online through Mesa Regal Pickleball website:  mrpickleballclub.com .  

Guidelines are as follows as the schedule allows: 

• Courts may be reserved for 2 hours for 4 people or 1 hour for 2 people. 

• Only courts 5, 6 and 7 may be reserved for play and court 1 for Simon and ball machine 

practice. 

• Place the RESERVED sign on the court gate during your reserved time 

• Reservations can be made up to seven days in advance 

• Special event court reservations will be entertained by the Board with a minimum one 

week notice. 

• Please cancel your reservation if it is no longer needed so that others may book the time.
